· Fill out the application and make sure you and your parent have signed and dated at the bottom. (Online application allows you to type in information then print for neatness. Visit www.bellevuepublicschools.org/west, click on students, counseling then scholarships) Request a letter of recommendation from a teacher, coach, pastor, organizational sponsor or supervisor by February 1, 2010 so that they may have ample time to write the recommendation. (Pick someone who you have a good working relationship with or who knows what kind of person you are…. submit a copy of your resume or an autobiography form at the time of your request.)

· Include an updated resume. (Mrs. Sorenson in the career center will be available to help you if you do not already have one)     

· Turn in your selection sheet, application, letter of recommendation (only one please), resume and any other required materials to Mrs. Britten no later than 4:00 p.m. on February 19, 2010. (Early applications are encouraged)
