Banking on Good Behavior
This year my third graders will be involved in an economy system throughout the year.    It is a system where students earn credits and debits in their “Banking on Good Behavior” books.  The children will add up their credits and subtract their debits after a determined period of time. The children will then be issued checks that they will be able to use in our classroom store.  The class will be involved in entire process.  Children will be responsible to be the banker and store keeper.  They will also take turns being the classroom economist.  This ties in nicely with our social studies essential objective focusing on consumers and producers.  This will also greatly improve their math skills.
Student Planners

Your child will take home a daily assignment notebook.  It will be found in their S.T.A.R. binder.  The assignment notebook needs to be signed that evening and returned the following day.  Any incomplete work for the day will be included in your child’s assignment notebook.  Each assignment not completed will be highlighted.  This will also help you keep track of what your child is learning daily.
Friday Folders

I use a “Friday Folder” system.  Throughout the week your child’s work is collected and evaluated.  On Friday, their work is put into their purple folder along with a copy of the school newsletter and my newsletter, “The Evon Editorial”. The third grade newsletter informs you of things going on in the classroom and other pertinent information.  The folder should be returned on Monday.  Thanks!
