     The children will be given a series of reading tests next week.  They will be given their third miscue and fluency test.  The class will also take two comprehension tests.  One will focus on narrative and the second will center on informational comprehension.  They will also be tested on vocabulary and word analysis.
     The team will not have a new story or spelling list for next week with all the testing.  

     The class will write another personal narrative next week.   On the first day they will be given forty minutes to complete the personal narrative graphic organizer and write their first draft.  On the second day the class will be given another forty minutes to proofread, edit, and write the final copy of their personal narrative.   

      Next week students will write a speech for language arts essential objective 1. Each child will present it on a favorite character from a book or movie.  Students will take home their note cards next Thursday to practice their speech.  
     The class really struggled with the unit 6 math test on Monday.  We spent time Tuesday and Wednesday reviewing the concepts in the unit.  They took the online test for unit 6 on Wednesday and did much better job!!  We started a new math unit on Thursday.  Thank you for helping you child practice and memorize their multiplication facts at home.  There are a lot of great practice sites on our classroom website under “Sites of the Week”.   
      The children finished the final draft of their Jamestown essay. I was very impressed with their writing.  The class is currently working on their Jamestown Newspaper for the third essential objective in social studies.  
       We spent a great deal of our instruction time on science this week.  The children learned about ocean floor spreading, subduction, building mountains and volcanoes.  We have learned so much in science about Earth Movements. The test for the unit will be on Thursday, December 8th.  A review for the test was sent home today.  This will give your child plenty of time to study and prepare for the test.  There are also great review sites for the test on our classroom website under Sites of the Week.  The activities Mrs. Feldman created tie in directly with our upcoming test.
