WEEK IN REVIEW

     The team did a fantastic job this week!  It is hard to believe conference time is right around the corner. I will send home conference notes next Friday.
     The class took several reading tests this week.  The skills test focused on four different areas.  They had to show their understanding and knowledge of decoding long words and using dictionary skills. The next two sections centered on narrative elements and language.  They also took two tests centering on comprehension.  One passage and test was narrative, and the second was expository.  Next week, we will continue reading Turtle Bay.  The focus skill for the week is author’s purpose, and the focus strategy is rereading to clarify.  The new vocabulary words are; message, litter, trained, patiently, wise, and eager.  

     Next week in spelling will be a review of the 25 frequency and word wall words.  Many of these words are still being misspelled in their daily work. 
     You will find a copy of how your child did on the online Unit 2 math test and the multiple choice test in their Friday folder.  I took the higher of the two grades for the math test.  I was very impressed with the online test scores.  You will find the upcoming lesson to review the night before on the Pearson site.
     The children wrote a personal narrative. They learned that a personal narrative is a combination of informational and story writing.  Each child wrote about a time they got hurt or injured.  They went through the entire writing process.  Next week, they will write another personal narrative. 
     The children are continuing to research their Native American group. They have begun working on their supporting details on their T-chart.  They will also create a Power Point centering on the information they learned.  Each child will be given a rubric explaining what needs to be included in his/her research report and Power Point.
     During language next week, the students will be completing their T-chart for their speech they will present on Friday.  They will write three paragraphs using their T-charts focusing on their favorite sport or activity.  They will complete their note cards on Wednesday.  They will have the  opportunity to practice their speeches in class on Thursday.  Each child will take his/her note cards and a rubric home on Thursday so he/she can practice.  Students will present their speech next Friday.
     In science, the students discovered our mystery pellets were really owl pellets.  They had a great time dissecting the pellets and finding animal bones.  (  This week, we prepared and reviewed for the science essential objective test for the unit.  The test is very challenging. I sent home a review on Friday so your child can study and review for the upcoming test at home.  The children will take the test Monday, October 3rd.
