     Balto, the Dog Who Saved  was an amazing narrative nonfiction selection.  Next week we will read Wild Shots, They’re My Life.  It is a wonderful magazine article written by Tui De Roy.  The photographs in the story are amazing.  Our focus skill is author’s purpose and the focus strategy is to use context and format.  The new vocabulary words are; curious, collapsed, marine, delicate, creature, and survived.

     The class learned about common and proper nouns during language.  They spent a great deal of time identifying common and proper nouns in paragraphs.  The class also had the opportunity to write a paragraph about a hike, and they used as many nouns as they could think of in their paragraph.  
     The children reviewed some of the concepts in chapter 3 on Monday.  Some were struggling with the concepts and took the chapter test from the math book on Tuesday.  The team started Unit 4 on Wednesday.  They are working on subtracting three and four-digit numbers.  The lessons being taught are on the Pearson math site the day before for you and your child to preview.  They will be taking the unit 4 test at the end of next week.
     The children took the essential objective 1 test in health on Thursday.  The team did a fantastic job!!  They were able to use their notes and books.  
     Your child completed his/her T-chart and discussed report/expository transitions.  The children are almost finished with their Native American research reports. I am very impressed with how hard they are working.    On Tuesday and Thursday they began working on their Power Point for social studies essential objective 2.  I am impressed how quickly they have caught on to creating Power Points.  They will be sharing what they have done next week after their conference.
