Next week our story is Rosie, a Visiting Dog’s Story.  The focus skill is to decode long words, and the focus strategy is to use context to confirm meaning.  Our new vocabulary words are; firm, confident, comfortable, approach, equipment, program, appointment
      The third graders are now switching classrooms for math.  We do daily math review together as a class before they switch.  All three groups are working on the same essential objective; to identify, write, and order numbers 1,000 to 999,999. 
     Singular and plural nouns were our focus this week, but we zeroed in on irregular plurals.  This can be a difficult concept but, the children are getting really good at identifying them.

    The children learned a lot about the layers of the Earth’s surface. They used a hard boiled egg as a model of the earth.  They also wrote in their new science journals.
