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WEEK IN REVIEW

     The class is doing an outstanding job adjusting to third grade.  Thanks for all your help at home.

     Our first story in our new reading series was Officer Buckle and Gloria.  The genre of the story was fantasy.  It centered on a police officer who talked to children about safety. During speeches Officer Buckle brought along his beloved police dog Gloria.  The story taught us the importance of teamwork.  The focus skill we centered on was decoding long words and our focus strategy was using context to confirm meaning.  Next week, we will read Pepita Talks Twice.  The focus skill for the week is narrative elements.  Our new vocabulary words are; stubborn, mumbled, grumble, exploded, darted, streak, and languages.
     The class took their first spelling and word wall test today.  I was very impressed with the results.  I put a lot of emphasis on the dictation test since it shows if they can apply the spelling strategies they have learned. They earn their spelling grade from dictation and application of spelling strategies in their written work. This week our spelling pattern is short i, o, and u.  We will also add five more frequency words to our word wall.  
     We are continuing our study of sentence structure in language.  The children are reviewing how to write complete sentences.  The class worked on recognizing sentences, making sure they made sense, and adding the correct punctuation.
     This week the class reviewed their addition facts as well as worked on story problems.   Next Friday, they will take the essential objective 2 math test which will focus on adding four digit numbers with regrouping.
     In Social Studies, the children are doing a great job on map and globe skills.  Today they made a compass rose which will be on display in the classroom.  We will continue to work on map and globe skills.  For the essential objective test, the children will have to demonstrate the use of map keys.  They will also have to label a compass rose and show their understanding of primary and intermediate directions.      
    The children have been busy learning about food chains and food webs in science.  This week the team made terrariums as well as did an investigation to determine what type of soil plants grow best in.
