p. 92
SER (to be)
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Ser is used to describe physical details of people. Estar also means “to be,"but it has
other uses.

p. 93: Adjective Agreement: Adjectives change to match the nouns they modify.
They must match in gender (feminine/masculine) and number Gsingular/plural). A
group of males & females is considered masculine plural. Adjectives ending in —o will
change their ending to -a, -os, or —as. Adjectives ending in —e or a consonant are
considered “gender neutral” and can only be made plural.

p. 94: "Hey!” iMira! and iOye! literally mean Look! and Listen!, but they are used as
we use Hey! in English.

P. 95, Asise dice: Please notice that qusta is used for singular items and gustan is
used for plural items.
For example: Me gusta miamiqa. (I like my friend.)
Me gustan mis amigas. (I like my friends.)

The “qusta” phrases really mean that something is pleasing to someone..
Literally, the first example would translate as: "My friend is pleasing to me.”
The second example would translate as: “My friends are pleasing to me.”

p. 96: You can change a statement into a question by adding a tag question at the
end of the sentence. Examples of “tag questions” are “ino?” (meaning “isn't it?” or
“right?") and “¢verdad?” (meaning “don’t you?” or “right?”).
For example: La clase es dificil, ino?
The class is difficult, isn't it?.
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
